Tourism revival led by China
There has been modest growth in tourism worldwide despite two years of terrorism, war,
and disease, and China is the engine driving it.

China, marked 11 per cent growth over that period, attracting 36.8 million
intcrnational visitors. It ranks fifth among leading tourism nations. By 2020, it will be top,
though, with predictions of 130 million visitors per year.

One reason China may be so popular is suppressed demand. China only opened up
to tourists in the 1980s. Surging demand since then, though, came to a rapid halt
following SARS. But China has recovered since then and is again a growth country for the
international travel industry.

Chinese themselves are also becoming a major force as travelers. Over 16.6 million
Chinese traveled abroad last year, up 37 per cenl [rom the previous year. Their numbers

are expecled Lo grow to 30 million by the end of the decade, and 100 million in 2020.
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Banff National Park
Banff National Park, established in 1885, is the oldest national park in Canada. The
park’s spectacular CHEWLY)  scenery has made it one of Canada’s most popular tourist
allractions. The park has many deep valleys, glaciers, lakes, and icecapped mountains. Tt
lies on the easlern side of the Rocky Mounlains in the southwest ol the province ol
Alberta.

Many features of Banff
National Park  have been
shaped by glaciers during the
past million years. Hundreds
of glaciers still exist in the
mountains. Streams formed by
the meltwaters from some of
these glaciers feed such lakes
as Bow Lake, Lake Louise,
Moraine Lake, and Peyto Lake.

In 1883, railway workers
discovered hol mineral springs
in an area near whal is now
the town of Banll. In 1885,

the  Canadian  government

declared 25 square kilometers around the springs to be a public land reserve. In 1887,
the government expanded the reserve to 544 square kilometers and declared it a national

park. Today, the park covers 6,400 square kilometers.
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Tourism and environment
Tourism developments on coasts and estuaries ({f] 7% ), particularly in Southeast Asia
and the Pacific, have disturbed bird and fish breeding and feeding grounds. Uncontrolled
hotel development has also caused many problems in coast resorts (JEERAEHL). As well
as damage to sand dunes ( ¥ 1), some hotels have been built too close to the
neighboring beaches, leaving them in shadow for much of the day.

Pollution is another problem. Water pollution may cause a decline in water quality
for swimming. It may also affect the growth of coral reefs. The coast resorts of Pattaya and
Phuket in Thailand have recently embarked on ( A4) a major programme to stop the
water pollution caused by inadequate sewage systems.

Governments and the tourism industry are developing campaigns to build tourism
that will last without harming the environment. National and international tourism industry
associalions have developed codes ol elhics (ﬁffﬂ%") and environmenl conducl. Several
major companies, such as American S
Airlines and British  Airways, have
introduced  programmes  designed  to
promote  recycling  and  better use

resource.
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What the tourist and host community should do
Tourism activities should be conducted in harmony ( [f3 % ) with the attributes and
tradition of the host regions and countries and in respect for their laws, practices and
customs.

Tourists have the responsibility to acquaint ( % & )  themselves with the
characteristics of the countries they are preparing to visit before their departure. They
must be aware of the health and security risks inherent in any travel outside their usual
environmenl and behave in such a way as 10 minimize those risks. When Lraveling,
tourists should not commit any criminal act or any act considered criminal by the laws of
the country visited, and abstain (Tfk]gﬁ) from any conduct felt to be offensive or
injurious by the local populations, or likely 10 damage the local environment; they should
relrain [rom all trallicking(332) illicit drugs, anliques, prolecled species and produced
substances thal are dangerous or prohibiled by national regulations.

The host community, on the one hand, should be very familiar with their local color,
on the other, should acquaint with and respect tourists who visit them and find out about
their lifestyles, tastes and expectations; the education and training imparted to

professionals contribute to hospitable welcome.
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
